Monela courses

Enroliment

The syllabus of the courses at bachelor, master and doctoral level of law studies will be deepened by
issues in the field of European monetary law, by organising the following deliver-made courses in
the form of lectures and training teaching activity:

« Fiscal Rules in the European Union (a course);

« Law of the European Central Bank (a course);

« Monetary Disputes and the European Court of Justice (training);

- Normative Regulation of European Economic Governance (a course).

Monela aim

The task of the module is to acquire and master specific theoretical and practical knowledge and
skills on legal regulation of monetary relations of public law in the EU, the structure of monetary
sovereignty, basic principles of monetary law at internal and extraterritorial level, sources, tendency
to hybridization and social justification. systematic way in order to acquire specialized legal
knowledge for optimal settlement of monetary disputes in the European legal space.

Monela outcomes

Itis expected that by mastering the Jean Monnet module, course participants can successfully:

1) monitor, critically research and analyse both classical and contemporary trends in the legal
regulation of EU monetary flows and policy; 2) competently, scientifically, and argumentatively
discuss, research and present the results of their scientific work that will contribute to the
development of scientific thought in the field of studying EU monetary law; 3) work on research,
organisation and optimal monetary management, monetary advisory and similar activities that are
covered by the content of the Jean Monnet module. In the indicated relations, with the appropriate
supplementation of knowledge from other subjects, course participant should be able to work on
signing and implementation of international agreements and documents in the field of European
monetary law and able to participate in the work of international monetary institutions.

Monela lectures

- Fiscal rules in the EU: The lecture aims to systematically study the role, importance, and functions
of numerical and dynamic fiscal rules, its classification in the fiscal system of the European Union with
special emphasis on their standardisation and implementation in primary and secondary sources of
EU monetary legislation.

- European Central Bank Law: By mastering the course, students will be able to get acquainted
with the jurisdiction of the European Central Bank as the supreme monetary institution and the main
agent of the European Monetary and International EU, the organisational structure and components
of monetary sovereignty, the evolution of its competence in conditions of global financial crisis and
all aspects of its independence in the work that ensures valid monetary management.

+ Monetary disputes and the European Court of Justice: The course aims to acquaint students
with the concept and main features of monetary disputes, which are a special type of administrative
disputes in which the realisation of active and passive procedural legitimacy of central banks and
public debt management agencies. In this regard, it will point out the necessary knowledge that
judges must possess to successfully clarify the monetary factual situation that arose from the
dispositive of the monetary law norm through the jurisprudence of the European Court of Justice and
resolving the most important monetary disputes in the recent monetary history of the European Union.
- Normative regulation of European economic governance: The course aims to acquaint
students with the legal mechanisms of economic governance in the European Monetary Union by
finding the provisions of primary and secondary Community legislation, especially the provisions of
the European Semester, the Agreement on the European Stability Mechanism and Fiscal Treaty.
Special. emphasis will be placed on the features and legal scope of the agreement on the constitution
of the bank and fiscal union to complete the concept of European economic and monetary union
comprehensively.

Students wishing to enroll in the Jean Monnet module for European Monetary Law can obtain all relevant
information related to enrollment through the website of the Faculty of Law in Ni$ and the University of Nis.
Lawyers from practice (judiciary, advocacy, public administration), who want to attend the module
activities, can submit their application to the Jean Monnet module coordinator, Doc. Dr. Marko Dimitrijevic
by e-mail (address: monela@junis.ni.ac.rs) no later than February 15, 2021. Applications will be accepted
in the order of admission and within the available capacity. The proposed module contains 4 specialised
deliver-made courses that will be held within 40 teaching hours during one academic year and it is
expected that about 20 students will participate in these courses. Lectures are held at the Faculty of Law,
the University of NiS in February, March, April, and May of the academic year 2020/2021, 2021/2022. and
2022/2023. years. The module consists of 40 hours of lectures, organised in two-hour blocks (in total
about ten weeks approximately). After successfully completing all the above courses, the participants
receive a certificate from the University of Nis on the completed MONELA module, which is a legitimate
document and verifies the additional knowledge of the candidate.

The Jean Monnet Module entitled "Jean Monnet Module for European
Monetary Law" was established within the bachelor academic studies of law, but is also intended for
students of master's and doctoral studies in law, as well as lawyers in practice (judiciary, law, public
authority). The project number is 620002-EPP-1-2020-1,RS-EPPJMO-MODULE. The project team of the
Jean Monnet module for European monetary law includes Prof. Dr. Srdjan Golubovi¢ and Doc. Dr. Marko
Dimitrijevi¢ (module coordinator).

Monela activities

The following activities will be undertaken within the Jean Monnet module:

organisation of four specialised deliver-made courses (lectures) with content of the scientific discipline
of European Monetary Law; organisation of one round table; organisation of one workshop;
organising short study visits; organisation of a scientific conference; publishing one textbook;
publishing one scientific monograph; publishing a collection of papers from a scientific conference;
publishing a guide; publishing a manual; establishing a database with primary and secondary sources
in the field of European monetary law; establishing an interactive website and presence on social
networks (Facebook, Instagram)
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
